¢ Certification of successful completion of the Basic Training program of the Ohio
Peace Officers Training Council.

Union Institute & University - will apply credit awards based upon assessments of
training programs conducted by university faculty under the following conditions:

¢ Up to 32 semester credit hours will be awarded in transfer for successful
completion of the Ohio Peace Officers Training Council approved Basic Training
academy offered by the Cincinnati Police Academy. The attached credit
summary will guide the placement of these credits within a learner’s
individualized degree program (see attached articulation guide)

¢ Additional assessment can be considered by UI&U for advanced training
